The children will take a virtual tour of Britain focusing on key features such as cities, counties, rivers, mountains etc.

	ROMANS

The life of an average British citizen – how was it changed by Rome’s invasion?

The children will study the many inventions of Rome and feats of engineering such as viaducts, roads etc.

They will write instructions for their own inventions and produce reports on daily life in Roman times.


	MOUNTAINS AND WATER

The amazing formation of mountains and the water cycle will be explored in this unit.

The children will investigate famous mountaineers and study the Great Everest climb of 1953. They will write descriptions and recounts and use measuring and conversion skills.
