We are a caring, Christian school that aims to provide a high quality of education to all our pupils within a secure and loving environment. We hope that our children move on with confidence, positive memories and lasting benefits from their time spent with us.
Our Local Offer demonstrates how Christ Church Academy supports all of our pupils with Special Educational Needs or Disabilities (SEND) in order that they may reach their full potential.   We strive to build an informed and deep understanding of the child’s needs, enabling us to continually reflect upon our practice, its impact and its effectiveness.  We develop and modify our provision to identify and meet the requirements for individual pupils, through the graduated approach (Assess, Plan, Do, Review) as outlined in the SEN Code of Practice, 2014.  Our Local Offer mirrors the Bradford Local Offer. 

The Children and Families Act 2014 section 20 defines when a child has special educational needs (SEN). This is when they have a learning difficulty or disability and they need special educational provision (SEP) to be made for them. SEP is defined as any education or training provision which is additional to or different from that generally made for others of the same age.
This report is written with regards to Regulation 51 and schedule 1 of the Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014.

1. The SENCO-

Responsible for:

· Coordinating all the support for children with special educational needs or disabilities (SEND) and developing the school’s SEND Policy and provision mapping to make sure all children get a consistent, high quality response to meeting their needs in school.

· Ensuring that you are:

· involved in supporting your child’s learning

· kept informed about the support your child is getting

· involved in reviewing how they are doing.

· Liaising with all the other people who may be coming into school to help support your child’s learning e.g. Speech and Language Therapy, Educational Psychology.

· Updating the school’s SEND register (a system for ensuring all the SEND needs of pupils in this school are known) and making sure that there are excellent records of your child’s progress and needs.

· Providing specialist support for teachers and support staff in the school so they can help children with SEND in the school achieve the best progress possible.



2. Class/subject teacher
Responsible for:

· Quality First Teaching.

· Checking on the progress of your child and identifying, planning and delivering any additional help your child may need (this could be things like targeted work, additional support) and letting the SENCO know as necessary.

· Writing Graduated Approach Plans where required, and sharing and reviewing these with parents at least once each term and planning for the next term.

· Ensuring that all staff working with your child in school are supported to deliver the planned provision for your child, so they can achieve the best possible progress – this may involve the use of additional adults, outside specialist help and specially planned work and resources.

· Ensuring that the school’s SEND Policy is followed in their classroom and for all the pupils they teach with any SEND.



3. Head teacher
Responsible for:

· The day to day management of all aspects of the school – this includes the support for children with SEND.

· The Head teacher will give responsibility to the SENCO and class teachers but is still responsible for ensuring that your child’s needs are met.

· The Head teacher must make sure that the Governing Body is kept up to date about any issues in the school relating to SEND.



4. SEN Governor
Responsible for:

· Making sure that the necessary support is made for any child who attends the school who has SEND.
· Ensuring SEND children achieve.

· Supporting the SENDCO



Parent

· If you have concerns about your child’s progress you should speak to your child’s class teacher initially.
· If you wish to make a complaint about the provision in place for your child you should follow the schools complaint procedure which can be found here.

Questions and responses

How will Christ Church Academy let me know if they have concerns about my child’s learning?
Anyone can bring a child or young person who they believe has or probably has SEN or a disability to the attention of a local authority (Section 24 of the Children and Families Act 2014). 
Concerns may be raised by a referral to a General Practitioner (GP), a health visitor, a previous setting, the school nurse or another external agency.  
Concerns may be raised by parents /carers or teaching staff at the level of progress being made.  Christ Church Academy has rigorous monitoring procedures that regularly track the progress children are making in Reading, Writing and Maths. If a child is not making the expected progress, explanations are sought, interventions and support are considered and identified and action is taken as appropriate. However, it should be noted that slow progress and low attainment do not necessarily mean that a child has SEN and may not automatically lead to a pupil being recorded as having SEN. 
The progress of all pupils is monitored regularly by class/subject teachers, SENDCo and the senior leadership team, so that if a pupil is not making expected progress in a particular area of learning the school can quickly investigate the need for additional support. This will then be discussed with parents/carers and, if appropriate, the pupil concerned.
Parents/carers who have concerns about the progress or attainment of their child should make an appointment to speak to the class teacher to discuss their concerns in the first instance.  The class teacher may then liaise with the Special Needs Coordinator (SENDCo). 

How is extra support allocated to children?
 The school budget, received from Bradford LA, includes money for supporting children with SEND.

· The Head Teacher decides on the budget for Special Educational Needs and Disabilities in consultation with the school governors on the basis of needs in the school.

· The Head Teacher and the SENCO discuss all the information they have about SEND in the school, including:

· the children getting extra support already

· the children needing extra support

· the children who have been identified as not making as much progress as would be expected

· deciding what resources/training and support are needed.

· All resources/training and support are reviewed regularly and changes made as needed.

 What support do we have for you as a parent of a child with SEND at Christ Church Academy?
· The class teacher is regularly available to discuss your child’s progress or any concerns you may have and to share information about what is working well at home and school so similar strategies can be used.

· The SENCO is available to meet with you to discuss your child’s progress or any concerns/worries you may have.

· All information from outside professionals will be discussed with you with the person involved directly, or where this is not possible, in a report.

· Graduated Approach Plans will be reviewed with your involvement each term as appropriate.

· Homework will be adjusted as needed to your child’s individual needs.

· A home/school contact book may be used to support communication with you, when this has been agreed to be useful for you and your child.

· There are a number of parent support groups such as Parent Partnership and Bradford Families Information Service.

· The school’s Parental Involvement Worker is available to speak to every morning
· We ensure that all pupils are able to access all school activities and no pupil is ever excluded unless the activity would cause a danger to the pupil because of a physical disability. Adult support is provided to ensure the safety of any pupil with SEND, dependent upon the childs needs
What to do if you have a complaint about the school in relation to SEND provision

Our arrangements regarding complaints from parents of pupils with SEN are as follows: 

If parents have a complaint about the SEN provision in academy they may initially contact 

 the class teacher 

 the SENCo 

 the Head Teacher 

In response the class teacher and the SENCo will provide evidence of work undertaken, GAP targets and assessments of progress which will be discussed with parents. If a problem is still not resolved parents should follow the schools complaints procedure.
What are the different types of support available for children with SEND at Christ Church Academy?

When the school identifies the need for additional intervention in order to meet a child’s needs, the parents/carers will be invited to discuss the planned support.  Intervention may NOT necessarily mean a child has special educational needs and in some cases additional support is delivered as a part of our ‘quality first’ provision in order to target specific areas of development for specific children for a specific time. 

If a pupil meets the criteria for special educational needs or disabilities (SEND), as outlined in the Code of Practice, the pupil will be placed on the SEND Register, the parents/carers informed and a provision map may be created detailing the exact support the pupil will receive.
The support offered may be; 
 Quality teaching and support from class teachers and support staff; 
 Specific small group work; 
 Specific targeted work on an individual basis; 
 Specialist individual support or sessions from specialist teachers or other professionals; 
 Specified 1:1 support during lessons when deemed necessary; 
 Differentiated access to the curriculum when required; 
 Use of a range of resources to reinforce concepts and understanding, including the use of a wide range of IT resources; 
 Staffing support, where advised, for pupils with Education, Health and Care Plans (EHCP); 
 Resources purchased and training undertaken if necessary and where possible and reasonable; 
 The implementation of targets and strategies recommended by professionals; 
 Advice taken from external agencies, where appropriate, and specialist staff from their services may come into school and become involved with the individual to assess needs or to address a particular need.  Parental permission will be obtained prior to any outside agency becoming involved. 

This is not an exhaustive list; provision is tailored to the needs of the individual child and so will vary depending upon the specific needs of each child 

It is the role of the SEND Co-ordinator to oversee the effectiveness of the provision offered by our school to meet the needs of pupils identified with SEND. The progress of all children receiving additional support will be monitored to ensure that the provision put in place is having the expected impact.

How do we evaluate the effectiveness of provision?

Regular monitoring of the provision in place for pupils with SEND takes place at CCA. This includes regular

· Observations

· Book scrutiny

· Monitoring progress, academic and SEMH

· External moderation

· Planning scrutiny

· GAP and IBP scrutiny

· Meetings with outside agencies

· Meetings with parents

· Assessment

How do we assess and review progress?

Children with SEND are monitored in line with our assessment policy. It may be necessary to monitor on more regular intervals and this will be written into a child’s GAP in appropriate. Some children maybe assessed using ‘P levels’ if working below the Expected levels.
The above systems allow us to plan, do and review the progress of pupils with SEND in line with the code of practise.

How to we ensure a smooth transition process?

Firstly we support parents in choosing the best placement for their child during a transition. We can support with visits, questions and any decision making.

We carry out an enhanced transition process for children with SEND. This involves meetings between CCA, the other school, parents and children. A plan specific to the needs of the child will be agreed on, written and followed with regular discussions between all involved on the progress being made. It may sometimes be necessary to invite Bradford Education to these meetings, especially if a child has an EHCP. Children will have a review of their EHCP in the term of their transition where Education Bradford will be invited.
Admission arrangements

The admission arrangements for all pupils are in accordance with national legislation, including the Equality Act 2010. This includes children with any level of SEND; those with Education, Health and Care Plans and those without.
